Dear Dr. Wood,

God has been so great in our ministry here. We are rejoicing in the Lord although we have been undergoing hardship in
the ministry like opposition and financial problem etc. My wife Selvi, Faithlin and I are doing well.

The feeding project of Velluthupatti has been going well. There are more than 42 children that have been coming to
study the subjects everyday. We have been feeding the children every day. The people living in this village are very poor.
They have no food to eat. They raise goats for their living. You may think they raise hundreds of goats but that is not
true. It means every family has one to five goats for their living. God has opened a big door of opportunity for the gospel.
The entire village is now receptive to the gospel. We would like to extend this project to 16 more villages if the Lord pro-
vides the funds.

I am very glad to provide this wonderful report of our recent International Soul Winning Directors Institute in New
Delhi. God has richly blessed this institute. We traveled 48 hours to reach New Delhi from our home.

We had about 194 pastors in this conference. The conference was held in a beautiful auditorium in the heart of the city.
We went four people as a team. The group of pastors sung songs in Hindi language. We had a wonderful music team.
We provided food and accommodation to (—
all the pastors. I taught the subject with

the help of a translator. We gave them the
13-point plan in the Hindi language. We
provided a syllabus for each one on the first
day of the conference and other materials
on the last day. God moved powerfully. We
felt the presence of the Holy Spirit. Those
present committed to return to their local
churches and train 27,558 lay soul winners
and plant 107 churches.

In May of 2010, Dr. Wood dedicated the new WITNESS Project
Training Center/Church and here is presenting the plaque with
the names of the folks that gave to The WITNESS Project to
build the church and training center. The inside of the church
is beautiful.
